Job Descriptions

General Co-Chairs Liz Bolton 


Help oversee all sub committees.  Work together to organize a great event!

Publicity Susan Lillie & Ginette Nehamkin
Promote the event with signs through out the school.  Work with the web design member to send home emails to promote the event. Acknowledge businesses that donate with signs or mention them in flyers. Kiss the Pig promotion.
Volunteer Check-In  Amy Costanza Marcotullio & Chris and Jackie Fontaine
This person is in charge of volunteer check in at the event.  Your main task is to make sure that the school booths have coverage and deal with no shows to insure the safety of the kids. Will work with School Wide Booth Volunteer coordinator. 

Class Reps  Rebecca Fisher
Person to oversee that each class has a booth. Know who all the Class Reps are for the Family Fun Fest and that they are following through with people working the booth.  Communicate rules, deadlines, sign up sheets, etc

School Wide Booth Volunteer Coordinator
Primarily done via email.  Person will ask for and fill in volunteers for all the school booths.  Will need to create a schedule (I have a previous one to look at) and solicit volunteers to run all of the booths.  Will need to make sure all positions are filled for that day.

School Wide Booth Coordinator Charlotte Barnes
Decide and arrange for all the school wide booths for the day.  Order bounce house, slide, dunk tank, machines, rock wall and anything else the group decides on.   Work with Food Facilitator to order Jamba Juice, Taco Time, etc.
Donations Victoria Walton & Chris Valdez
Solicit local companies for donations for the FFF.  Grocery stores, individual business owners, etc.  Monetary donations or donations of food, etc. 

Advanced Ticket Sales Cindy Boyd & Michelle Wolf
In charge of advance promotion and sales of the tickets for the FFF. Communicating to the school community how much each booth costs.  Working with the teachers to make sure that the tickets have been distributed to the students.

Entertainment

Work with Mr. Northcott to have entertainment set up for the day. Schedule “Kiss the Pig” and schedule any talent for the day.
Student Volunteer Coordinator

This person really needs to co-ordinate with the middle school teachers.  Traditionally middle school releases the kids early to “help”. This can be an excellent resource for set up and we really do need the help, if and only if, it is planned out well.  The kids out early has back fired on us and caused a great deal more problems than good.


School Food Booths (Jamba Juice, Taco Time, Sweets and Treats)

Set up and facilitate food booths for the day. Organize the 7th grade families to work the booths.  Shop for the day using donated items as well as a FFF budget. 

Decorations

Cheetah Pride is the theme.  Decorate for the day!  Tablecloths, for the food area, donated flower bowls for the tables, stage decorations, etc.  Balloons, whatever you want within budget!
Prize Booth Kellie Hudson & Tammy Herlihy
Order/purchase prizes for the day.  Categorize prizes by token value.  Set up the booth and have it staffed by 8th grade families.

Thank You Notes Marla Hatch & Chelle Tuttle
Send out thank you notes after the event to all who contributed and donated to make our event a great success.

Web Design
Work with publicity coordinator to provide weekly emails to Nancy to promote the event.  Provide form for Volunteer signups.  Create posters for the booths that may not have them.
Trinkets, Toys and Treasures

A new idea this year!  Solicit and collect trinkets, toys and treasures from Charter school families to sell during the event. (No clothes and no shoes) Solicit a storage area from a local business to store it in or see if a CSMH family has an extra garage/area to store all the items in.  Have a weekly pickup time to collect items.  Price items for the day.  Run the Trinkets, Toys and Treasures area during the event.  Booth can be run by school volunteers.  All items will be donated after the event.  Coordinate with Hope, Salvation Army, Goodwill to pickup any unsold items. 

Store Runner/General Help: Cathy Boettcher
This is a day of the event job.  It requires a cell phone and a willingness to

run for forgotten or additional supplies.

Kiss the Pig


This job starts early the week of the event and ends with a bang or should I 

say a Kiss, that day.  Last year it was tied closely with publicity and really 

got the kids excited about the event. It takes a person who can stop in on 

campus a lot that week, can advertise for the pig kiss, and communicate with 

the teachers, and co-ordinate or MC the big Kiss.
